Our Topic— People Around Me

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Home Learning

Key Texts for Literacy
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Our Literacy Focus

In Literacy sessions the children will be learning the
story of The Jolly Postman.

We will also be looking at
Richard Scarry’'s What Do People do all day, and oth-
er non- fiction texts supporting this.

Maths Skills to Master

In Maths we will be looking at the numbers that make
5, and the numbers 6,7 and 8 in detail. We will be writ-
ing them, comparing them , sharing them and putting
them into pairs. We will also be looking at weight, cao-
pacity length and time.

This tferm we start Phase 3 phonics which is all di-
graphs and frigraphs, as well as reviewing and using
phonemes previously taught.
